After Oakley Mynd at Five Turnings turn left onto B4385, 1 mile Kempton, 2™ right, (through village
over River Kemp) bear left, follow River Kemp for 1 mile, Purslow crossroads, turn right onto B4368,
through Clunton, Clun.

Clun Route from NCN44, travelling North

Pass through Craven Arms (Long Lane), after railway crossing. After railway crossing take third left
(1" industrial estate,; 2™ Watling Street) to Sibdon Carwood, road is undulating at end of road turn
right onto the B4368, Longmeadow End, Aston-on-Clun then after ¥ mile turn left signposted to
Beambridge, over the River Clun bear right, follow until Clunbury, straight over at crossroads
(school) follow until Twitchen “T” junction, turn right onto the B4385, at Purslow crossroads
(Hundred House pub) turn left onto the B4368 through Clunton to Clun.
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Clun route from Regional Route 25 Skyborrow Green
